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Allah's Messenger said, "Allah will not be merciful to those who are not merciful to mankind."

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It was narrated from Abu Hurairah that the Prophet said:

“Allah has one hundred (degrees of) mercy, of which He has shared one between all of creation, by
virtue of which you show mercy and compassion towards one another and the wild animals show
compassion towards their young. And He has kept back ninety-nine (degrees of) mercy by virtue of
which He will show mercy to His slaves on the Day of Resurrection.” Ibn Maja, Hadith No: 4213
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Salman Farisi reported Allah's Messenger as saying: Verily, there are one hundred (parts of) mercy
for Allah, and it is one part of this mercy by virtue of which there is mutual love between the people
and ninety-nine reserved for the Day of Resurrection. Muslim Hadith no:2753
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The Prophet said: “Spread peace between yourselves. By the one in whose hand is my soul, you will
not enter Paradise until you are merciful.” Al-Mustadrak, hadith no: 7391
