This is a commercial product whose exact ratio of components may vary slightly. Minor quantities of other non
hazardous ingredients are also possible.

The SWA TWA exposure value is the average airborne concentration of a particular substance when calculated over a normal 8 hour working day
for a 5 day working week.

Section 4 - First Aid Measures

General Information:

You should call The Poisons Information Centre if you feel that you may have been poisoned, burned or irritated by
this product.

Section 5 - Fire Fighting Measures

Fire and Explosion Hazards: Flammable liquid and vapour. The major hazard in fires is usually inhalation of
heated and toxic or oxygen deficient (or both), fire gases. There is a moderate risk of an explosion from this product if
commercial quantities are involved in a fire. Firefighters should take care and appropriate precautions. Any explosion
will likely spread the fire to surrounding materials. Water spray may be used to cool packages involved in a fire,
reducing the chances of an explosion.
