Prerequisites. You've probably heard the term.
And maybe wondered what it means.

Prerequisites are subjects some unis specify you must
have completed in order to do a particular course. At
these unis, you won't be able to apply for a course if
you haven't studied the prerequisites in high school.

The good news is, at Charles Sturt, most
of our degrees don’t have prerequisites.

A few courses do have specific requirements, such as
completing the University Clinical Aptitude Test if you
want to study medicine or dentistry, but most don't.
But if you're not sure what you want to study at uni,
choosing senior subjects that align with your course
will help you get off on the right foot. These are called
‘recommended studies’ or ‘referred knowledge. And
they’ll benefit you by helping to build your general
understanding of topics relevant to your uni course.

For example, if you're thinking about studying medicine
there will usually be lots of science in the course. So
while you don'’t have to study every science subject at
school to get into these courses at Charles Sturt,
studying biology, chemistry or physics will make your
first year of uni a bit easier.
