The daily meal allowance rate for Overseas travel is determined by the Cost Group code for the individual country visited. 

Table 1 lists the 6 Country Cost Groups for the maximum meal rates that may be claimed for each full day at the overseas destination. This amount has been adjusted to 75% of the ATO rate.
Table 2 lists the Cost Group number of the country (s) being visited. 

Travel Allowance is calculated from the time of arrival to the time of departure at your destination, and only in reference to CSU work related activities. The travel allowance is for all meals. The travel allowance, where approved, may be claimed in advance from the travel office and will be paid via EFT to your Bank Account. Please note that travel allowance cannot be claimed where meals are provided (e.g. breakfast included in hotel rates, meals paid for by CSU or others).
For University staff on official business travel exceeding 35 days, the meal allowance rate that can be claimed is 50% of the maximum daily allowance rate
