· Prepare a 150 word abstract using the Abstract Template and attach to your registration form.

· Prepare a presentation on your research suitable for a non-specialist audience in PowerPoint (or other program accessible by Windows/PC). Note: The use of your own laptop/device or other presentation formats will not be permitted unless approved prior to submitting your file.

· Submit your presentation by placing it here, email FOSH-Ops-Admin@csu.edu.au to advise it has been submitted. Due date: Friday 8th November 2024. If you have any issues accessing this S:Drive folder please email FOSH-OPS-Admin@csu.edu.au and we will advise of an alternate submission method.

· Ensure you have timed your presentation to allow approximately 10 minutes speaking and 5 minutes for question time. Combined oral presentation and question time allocation will not exceed 15 minutes.

· There will be 3 minutes in between speakers to allow the Assessors time to complete their assessment and to allow audience members to move to other presentation rooms.

· Arrive at the designated room link at least 15 minutes before the start of the session you are speaking in. Check in with the Session Chair to let them know you have arrived. Neat casual attire is recommended. Ensure you check the final version of the program in case there have been any changes to your scheduled session.

· Your presentation will be assessed using the criteria on the presentation assessment form. A copy of the completed form will be sent to you following the Symposium.

· Prepare a Poster on your research suitable for a non-specialist audience in A4 pdf. format, portrait orientation is preferred.

· Submit your poster presentation by placing it here, email FOSH-Ops-Admin@csu.edu.au to advise it has been submitted. Due date: Friday 8th November 2024. If you have any issues accessing this S:Drive folder please email FOSH-OPS-Admin@csu.edu.au and we will advise of an alternate submission method.

· Your poster will be assessed during the Symposium. You poster will be up for viewing for the entire event online. If your poster is not available when the Assessors are ready to view it, it may not be considered for the poster prize. 

· Your poster will be assessed using the criteria on the poster assessment form. A copy of the completed form will be sent to you following the Symposium.
